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Abstract

The sense of free will and responsibility is the essential pillars of moral act.
There is impossibility of moral action without the sense of free will and
responsibility. Buddhism provided us the realist account to describing the nature
of free will and responsibility and essential connection in it. Buddhist process of
purification (Ashtangika Marga) is nothing but the unfolding of the sense of free
will. The higher sense of free will is the causal source of greater responsibility and
responsibility gives us the ground how to exercising the sense of free will. Buddhism
describes the role of free will and the sense of responsibility in the development of
moral character in order to attain the love, compassion, wisdom.

Key Words: - Phenomenology, Prajna, Consciousness, Free-will, Responsibility,
Astangika-Marga, Pratityasamutpada, Sunyata, Nirvana.
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The concept of free will and determinism is the central problem of ethics.
Buddhism and the project of phenomenology have similarities in various aspects.
Phenomenology is the civilizational project for modernity that tries to trace the
universal foundation of knowledge. The phenomenological method describes the
role of consciousness and its active involvement in the experiences of phenomena.
The method of phenomenology intended to understand the principle of objectivity
within the realm of subjectivity. Buddhism has a profound insight to describe the
objective “a priori laws of cognition” recognized by Buddhists as dhamma. The
sense of free will is a necessary foundation of moral action because, without free
will, a person cannot be held responsible for his action. Thus, the unfolding the
sense of ‘possibility of transformability’ into higher moral action is the fundamental

insight of Buddhism.

Prof. A.K. Chatterjee says, “Efficiency mark as the real in Buddhism”'.
These pure unconditional efficiencies called ‘Arthakriyakaritva’ which are the
ultimate source of all possible moral action in Buddhism. Where the free will
unfolding itself into three ways; free to choose, free to take decisions and free to
act. In these three ways, freedoms exercise the grasping and manifesting of the
sense of morality in various dimensions. Thus, we can say that free will is necessary
for moral action and responsibility because the sense of responsibility is the result
of the action of free will. Buddhism identifies two fundamental causes of immoral
acts; wrong cognition and clinging to desire (tanha). Where wrong cognition is the
result of clinging to desire, that is called trsna where trsna is the root cause of all
kinds of moral action in Buddhism. It programmes cognitive faculties and generates
the false sense of cognition. Impermanence and causal efficiency of

transformability are considered as the universal principles of Buddhism.

Buddhism describes the two kinds of Satya; dukkha satya and Margasatya,
where dukkha Satya is the result of trsna guided and directed action but the
Margasatya directed by the prajna. Buddhism is a citta-centric philosophy where

Buddha says “Citta meva sanclisyate cittameva vyavdayate”” which means by

clinging with desire and wrong cognition, only citta impurified and by the process
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of purification only citta will purify. According to Buddhism, citta conditionalizing
by the twelvefold of causation (dvadasa-nidana) is called pratityasamutpada where
we can say that the principle of pratityasamutpada is the law of conditionality, this
law of conditionality hijacking the sense of free will by conditionalizing cognition
which is the root cause of wrong cognition and immoral action. Buddha diagnoses
the roots wrong views and immoral actions are the result of the basis of the human
condition which ultimately leads to psychological determinism, and all of these
determinate actions have no sense of free will. Due to the lack of free will, breaking
the pattern of psychological determinism of wrong cognition which is the basis of
immoral action, results in suffering. “Experience of suffering is sometimes
described as real and objective (tatha, avitathata, anafinathata). The reason should
be that although suffering is a subjective experience, it is presented as an objective
fact in order to emphasize its universality.? Due to this, Buddhist methodology of
suspension of conditioning provided a universal and therapeutical applicability to

ceasing the general and ultimate cause of suffering.

Buddhism denies the external determinants of moral acts. The principle of
determinism explains that the guiding sources of a moral act are located outside of
us, whether in the form of a value system or God. The basic problem arises with
the determinism when each and every moral and immoral act is determined by what
is outside of us and what our responsibility is when there is no free will to choose,
to take decisions, and to act. In Buddhism, psychological determinism (causal
mechanism in perception) and prajna (pure willing consciousness) break the cycles
of psychological determinism and reveal the nature of free will, which is the
essential foundation of moral acts. The free will is the fundamental presupposition

of a moral act. Without the sense of free will, the moral act is not possible.

The existentialist philosopher Jean-Paul Sartre said “Man is condemned to
be free; because once thrown into the world, he is responsible for everything he
does.” Human beings are born to exercise their freedom. The sense of Free will
exercises into four dimensions to unfold its ultimate nature; free to choose, free to

take decisions, free to act and free to negate. Buddhism declares the causal source
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of the moral or immoral act is inside of us, and due to the lack of clarity/awareness
(prajna), the act is determined by the psychological cause and condition
(pratityasamutpada/ dependent origination). In the Buddhist tradition, prajna
recognized as the Dristi-Stinyata, the unprogrammed dristi, an unprejudiced dristi
that is not programmed by any type conditioning (samskara). Buddhism describes
the world of phenomena as the result of the programming of five skandhas; riipa,
samjiia, vedana, vijiiana, and samskara, which are essential seeds of phenomenal
perception. Every sense is programmed by samskara, and samskara is driven by the
trsna (craving), which is the result of clinging to desire. Buddhism identifies trsna
as the root cause of suffering and immoral act. The sense of trsna essentially rooted

in the sense of self, and Buddhism rejects the concept of permanency of self.

According to Buddhism, there is only a phenomenal self-contained by
pancaskandha (rupa, samjna, vedana, Vijnana, samskara). Buddhism uses
eliminating (cause of suffering or immoral act) and the method of phenomenology
using bracketing (psychologism, historicism, naturalism) to know the universal
essence of phenomenal existence. The prajna (pure willing consciousness) only has
the true sense of responsibility because it only exercises the act of free will and the
act of free will brings us the sense of responsibility where responsibility means the
ability to respond to the condition with full of awareness because the only prajna
has the clarity to see and to know the truth as it is. So, the prajna may be the only
guiding source of the moral response of the world because prajna has the clarity to
see the cause and condition of suffering or immoral act. Buddhism recognized the
human ability to transforming their quality of action and perception towards
attaining higher order of clarity of perception. Due to that it has the efficiency to
eliminate the cause and conditions of suffering or immoral act. Buddha said when
the prajna will pregnant; Buddha was born out of it. So, the whole Buddhist process
of purification is the process of revealing the ultimate nature of awareness (prajna)
by breaking the cycle of conditioning. Buddha discovers the eightfold path of
purification; right vision, right intention, right speech, right action, right livelihood,
right exercise, right memory, and right equilibrium (Samadhi). This eightfold path

is the arranged in order to deprogramming of pure willing consciousness (prajna).
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Compassion (sensibility), wisdom creativity is the intrinsic nature of prajna, where
responsibility is the result of compassion, wisdom and the moral act is the
expression of this triad (compassion, wisdom, creativity). So, they identify an
essential connection between free will and responsibility. The higher sense of free
will is the causal source of greater responsibility, and responsibility gives us the
ground on how to exercise the sense of free will. Buddhism describes the role of
free will and the sense of responsibility in the development of moral character in
order to attain compassion and wisdom. The creative function of prajna can be
concernedas the Dephenomenalizing of responsibility, and the sense of
responsibility is the process of phenomenalization of prajna. The holistic
development of human personality is not possible by characterization, but it is only
possible only by the realization of a sense of free will and responsibility because it
is the essential pillar/drivers of moral action. Thus, the Buddhist process of
purification might be considered as the project of moralization of humanity in its

true sense.

The Buddhist methodology of dephenomenalization (Deconditioning) of
consciousness is the process of unfolding the sense of free will, which is the
foundation of right cognition and a sense of morality. Buddhist eightfold path
recognized as the middle way is the process of multi-level dephenomenalization of
consciousness to attain a sense of pure free will. Apart from that Buddhist concept
of Nairatmya is the onto-methodological process of dephenomenalization of
consciousness. Both the process of elimination is oriented to deconditionalizing
consciousness in order to attain the infinite sense of creativity, morality, and human
freedom. In the process of purification, arranged Buddha's eightfold path in order
to dephenomenalization of consciousness (prajiia) which is the foundation of the
sense of morality and right cognitive action. The process of dephenomenalization
of consciousness is recognized as the process of purification of consciousness
(prajna) to attain the ultimate nature of a harmonious and undivided being which is
necessary for moral action and the sense of creativity because it breaks all the
imposed limitations by generating the sense of awakening, all these processes of

dephenomenalization of consciousness oriented to unfold the highest sense of
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human freedom and creativity through the rejection all possible aspect of

determination of human action.

The Buddhist process of universalization of knowledge is different from the
general process of obtaining universality of knowledge. The Buddhist concept of
universality is not attained by generalizing the general character of objects but by
demolishing all general characterization of reality attained it. All the Buddhist
schools admitted without any exception that Siinyata is a central concept of
Buddhism which is recognized as the fundamental nature of reality where they
developed a process of negation to uproots all possible roots of conditions to attain
the ultimate state of Siinyata. Buddhism describes a Siinyata as the innermost
general state of reality which means the lackness of intrinsic nature of reality. the
reality itself maintains the status of efficiency They considered it to be the universal
essence of reality which is attained by the demolition of all possible
characterization of reality because the general characteristics of the object are not
an intrinsic nature of reality, but it is acquired property of the object which can
understand as an effect and result of various state of affairs of cognition. Due to
this, it is an arising property of objects, because it can be possible to eliminate
Buddhism developed methodology of Nairatmya to eliminate all these acquired
characteristics of objects in order to attain the intrinsic nature of the essence of
reality; Buddhists called it Stinyata which is recognized by the demolition of all
possible views of reality. Buddha recognized Siinyata as the ultimate essence of
essenceless reality and said that whatever is consistent with Stinyata is universal,
and whatever is not consistent with Séinyata cannot be considered as universal

because Stinyata is the ultimate foundation of becoming anything universal.

Buddhist theory of consciousness might be recognized as the 'Willing
Model of Consciousness' because consciousness is recognized as a pure willingness
in nature to allow an infinite sense of creativity which is the intrinsic nature of
consciousness. Due to this willing and creative nature, consciousness it
hypostatized in various layers of cognition and get phenomenalized into the world

of Sarhsara. It means consciousness has the potential to transform into multilayers
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of cognition. Buddhist school of Yogacara admits ultimacy of consciousness in the
concept of pure willing consciousness (Vijnaptimatrata), which means every form
of possible experiences is reducible to consciousness where the reducible process
(Reductio Ad Absurdum) is possible due to the willing nature of consciousness,
which has the capability to transform phenomenal experience into noumenal
(essence) experience. When we look at the entire Buddhist process of
deconditioning of consciousness (Citta) is only possible due to the willing nature
of consciousness because consciousness itself eliminates its defiled content to
cognize the world of free will (Nirvana) and identifies the entire world as
representation of this free will. In this sense, we can say that the entire world
appears as the result of the defilement of consciousness and the world of Nirvana
attained by the pure willing nature of consciousness. Even the school of
Madhyamika admit that inferential and non-inferential nature of consciousness has
tight correlation with the Nagarjuna's concept of two truth, i.e. conventional
(Samvrittisatya) and transcendental (Parmarthasatya) where Madhyamika equated
transcendental consciousness with the concept of Stinyata which has capability to
eliminate conventionality (linguistic) from the fundamental nature of consciousness
that is only possible when consciousness has infinite sense of willing potentiality.
Nagarjuna’s designated concept of Siinyata as denomination of reality means it is
the elimination of linguistic conditionality that only possible then consciousness
has infinite sense of free will. The entire Buddhist process of Nairatmya is only
possible when it is regulated by willing consciousness. The process of great
importance and central role for attainment of Nirvana. In the Mahayana Buddhism
describe two way of Nairatmya process of elimination (Pudgala-Nairatmya and
Dharma-Nairatmya) is a necessary qualification for the attainment of absolute free
will (Niravana) which is only possible when consciousness is regulated by the
willing consciousness. Thus, we can understand the entire process of reality

controlled, operated and transformed by the willing consciousness.

The three kinds of '"Manomayakaya' ("will-body") are distinguished in the
Lankavatara, somewhat foreshadowing the later systematization of the Triple Body

dogma: the three are; (1) the will-body attainable in the bliss of Samadhi; (2) the
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will-body born of the knowledge of the self-nature of the Dharma, and (3) the will-
body whose deeds are not calculative, being born among the order of the holy ones.
The first kind is the product of a perfect mental control which takes place as the
Bodhisattva ascends through the third, the fourth, and the fifth stage of spiritual
discipline and realizes that the mind in its true nature is above its evolved Vijiianas
and, seeing into the phenomenality of objects, is tranquil like the ocean undisturbed
by waves. The second form comes from a deep penetration into the truth of all
things, which is enjoyed by the Bodhisattva above the eighth stage; for as he
perceives that all things are mere appearances like Maya, and non-entities, there
takes place a revulsion in the recesses of his consciousness, and he enters into the
Samadhi called ‘Mayopama’ and then into other state of equilibrium of mind
(Samadhis). He is now adorned with flowers, with various attributes such as the
tenfold Self-mastery and the six Psychic Faculties, etc., moves as quickly as thought
itself, and the body attained now is like the lunar reflection in water or an image in
a mirror, or a vision in a dream; it is not made of the four elements and yet resembles
one so made, it is furnished with all the parts of the material body; he will now enter
into all the Buddha-lands, their circles and assemblies. As he has thus perfectly
penetrated the nature of the Dharma, he has the second form of the will-body. The
third will-body comes from deeply experiencing the bliss of the inner realization
enjoyed by all the Buddhas."® The willing consciousness realizes the fundamental
laws of moral actions because it is based and guided by the sense of free will. The
entire journey of Bodhisattvas’ can be seen as activating the highest sense of free
will that only can access the sense of perfect wisdom. The sense of free will is
essentially connected with the sense of responsibility because due to the
realizational tendency which is only possible when its guided by the sense of free-
will. The greater sense of responsibility only come out of the greater sense of free
will. Thus, the willing modal of consciousness gives us infinite scope for the
accessibility and verifiability of the various foundation of morality in order to
maximizing the highest sense of free will that manifest deeper possibility of human
freedom. Buddha describes that the principle of willing consciousness is self

operated principle and free from all determinants by both internal and external
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world. In this sense, we can understand the entire process and deeper insight of the
transformation of will in order to attain love, compassion, and wisdom. Buddhist
willing modal of consciousness arrived from the concept of self efficacy going
through as the will of representation that provide sufficient reason for all possible
representation of reality, and Finally one can realize himself through the
decharacterization of pure will. Due to all this consideration pure will is an intrinsic
nature of reality which operates the entire process of conscious experience either it

is impurification or purification of knowledge.

Buddhism identified the fourfold aspect of falsification of self: atmamana,
atmadrsti, atmasneha, and atmalobha, developed by the conditioning of false
cognition which is fundamental ignorance that directs other all possible aspects of
ignorance. Buddhism developed a methodology to eliminate the cause of the
conditionality of suffering. Buddhism was born with the critique of two world
views: eternalism (sasvatavada) and annihilationism (ucchedavada) and adopts the
insight of the middle way to resolve all possible kinds of extremism. Buddhism
maintains the dynamic worldview by discovering the principle of dependent
origination (Pratityasamutpada). Dependent origination is recognized as the law of
transformation. It is also recognized as the wheels of existence which are described
as the driving laws of reality and the law of conditionality. Buddhist methodology
of awakening intended to break this multi-cyclic structure of conditionality in order
to attain the highest possibility of human freedom. Buddhism adopts various
fundamental insights to deconditionalizing of cognitive process, by its analytical
principle of voidness (Stinyata), middle way (Madhyama-pratipada),

Pratityasamutpada etc.

The svabhava- §iinya -dharma should not be clung to even as $tinya. To
seize the $linya nature of the svabhava- $tinya-dharma is to turn $tinyata itself into
something determinate, while the reality that is the svabhava $tinya - dharma is free
from all determinations.”® Sunyata is not itself a view about reality but it is insight
which is attained by the negation of all possible presupposition views about reality.

“Svabhava-$§tinyata can be attained by both subjective and objective aspect
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pudgala-siinyata. And dharma-svabhava by attaining are can alginate the all
possible determinately (by causation) S$tnyata, evolve itself out of any
determinately. This $iinyata has evolving in nature it regulates only determinacy of
existence and provide the fundamental ground to evolve as all possible forms of
determinately (determinately as svabhava creativity archon, manifests buddhism
provide apprehend all possible manifestation of freedom.” Madhyamika developed
a methodology to know the cause of all determination in order to identify the

highest possible manifestation of human freedom.

The principle of voidness (Stnyata) deconditionalizing all presupposition
views of reality because Siinyata only itself presuppositionless insight of reality.
The principle of Siinyata essentially guides Buddhist's path of the middle way and
deconditionalized the two extreme world views about reality. Buddhist
Pratityasamutpada recognized as the insight of the middle way, which explains the
transformability of cognition. Buddhists adopt the principle of Stinyata and path of
the middle way, using as a therapeutical methodology to uproot the sense of suffering.
Buddha describes the eightfold path as the middle way which deconditionalizing the
multi-levels of conditionality of consciousness (Citta). Buddhism uses this
eightfold path for neutralize consciousness in order to attain love, compassion, and
wisdom. A celebrated Buddhist Scholar, Professor T.R.V. Murti says about the
evolving nature of the enlightenment process in Buddhism "The Buddha "where
subjected to a Sixfold process of evolution; They, where multiplied, immortalized,
divinified, spiritualized, universalized and unified."® So, the Buddhist process of
purification is nothing but the deconditionalizing and universalization of Prajiia by
the dephenomenalization and deprogramming of consciousness in order to attain
the highest possible state of human freedom called ‘Nirvana’. The intentional act
of consciousness is the cause and condition for the phenomenalization of
consciousness by the clinging of the object, and the intuitive act of consciousness
is the process of revealing the ultimate nature of Prajiia by deconditionalizing of
consciousness (prajiia). When Prajna is pregnant, Buddha is born out of it. When
we look at the Buddhist model of transformation of consciousness (citta), which

brings us the foundational rational insight to the moralization of the world by the
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elimination of trsna, and it gives us insight about the mechanism of transformation
and accessibility of consciousness to attain liberation. Due to all these
considerations, Buddhism declares the world is the result of the Phenomenalization
of Consciousness and the Nirvana is attained by the Dephenomenalization
(Deprogramming) of Consciousness. In that way, we can understand the Bondage
originates due to the specification of conditionalization of consciousness and

wisdom attained by the universalization and deconditionalization of consciousness.

The Madhyamika dialectic receives its orientation from its criticism of
human thought at any stage of its history “The dialectic performs high office of
philosophy in analyzing the ‘absolute presupposition’ of thought™ where T. R. V.
Murti explains the application of dialectics will not add to presupposition but only
make us aware of them. The wise men (i.e., enlightened ones) have said that $tinyata
or the nature of thusness is the relinquishing of all false views. Yet it is said that
those who adhere to the idea or concept of sunyati are incorrigible.!? This sutra
describes the therapeutical nature of sunya because it works as an antidote of all
kleshas and the cause of suffering because the sense of suffering arises false view
of reality. Buddhism adopts the conception of sunyata as the destroyer of all false
views in cure human beings. In this sense, sunyata is regards as the antidotal
principle of reality that has the capability to destroy all possible kinds of cause and

conditions of suffering.

Buddhism identifies the principle of transformation as the fundamental
insight of reality called ‘dependent origination’. They recognized doubt and
knowledge; both are rooted in the act of consciousness. Buddhism explains the
deepest root of knowledge and doubt or wrong and right cognition with its ultimate
cause. The concept of Citta is identified as the observer, operator, processor,
organizer, and responder of sense experience, which can transform doubt into
knowledge (confusion into clarity) through the observation process. Buddhist
perspective of wrong cognition is conditionalized by the sense of trsna which is the
fundamental root of all possible kinds of wrong cognition. Due to this, Buddhism

develops a methodology of purification as the antidot, which neutralizes the sense

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of trsna. All this consideration Buddhist methodology of realization is a process of
transformation of trsna guided action into prajiia guided action in order to activate
the ultimate nature of prajiia. Buddhist process of realization recognizes the causal
source of the unconditional principle of observation that is called prajia, which is
the source of the right view of reality. Prajia described as the unconditional and
presuppositionless principle of knowledge guided by the principle of Stinyata.
Thus, we can say that Citta transforms their various condition of cognition and has
the capability of transforming phenomenal cognition into noumenal cognition by

the transforming trsna guided action into prajia guided actions.

The sense of free will as an intrinsic property of being and reality which
essentially rooted in the sense of sunyata. The sense of sunyata identify as the
central insight of buddhism about being and reality. In the Buddhistic worldview
the concept of free will derives from the sense of sunyata. In this sense buddhism
provide the profound ground to exercise the sense of boundless free will by the
acceptance of ultimacy of sunyata because sunyata rejects all possible deterministic
views about reality. in that sense sunyata and middle way are the presuppositionless
driving force of human action. The Buddhist process of universalization of free will
through rejection of all pre-supposition and extremes world view about reality. So
Buddhist describes the identicalness between free will and sunyata and declare the
by the universalization of sunyata free will universalized itself. The universal sense
of free will provided a boundless scope to develop the sense of responsibility. The
sense of free will is the causal source of the sense of responsibility which is the
drivers of the sense of moral action. Nagarjuna’s statement that: (Stinyata as a truth
condition) “Whatever is in correspondence with emptiness (Sinyata) all is in
correspondence (i.e. possible). Again, whatever is not in correspondence with
emptiness ($Ginyata), all is not in correspondence.”!! This Sutras manifest the
Buddhist criteria of reality i.e. Sunyata which is recognized as the inherent
harmonious principle of reality that is the foundation of all possible consistencies.
Thus, the Buddhist process of purification is the project of moralization of
humanity. The holistic development of human personality is not possible by

characterization, but it is only possible through realization of a sense of free will

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and responsibility which is the essential pillars/drivers of moral action. Thus, finally
buddhism can be strictly conclude that by the negation of all extremism by
acquiring the sense of ‘middle’ it brings us infinite potential scope for the
development of sense of morality and creativity. They centrally concern that every
step of evolution is in a step of greater responsibility. Prajna identify as the principle
of free will in Buddhism by which practically they maintain the changeability,

continuity and relativity of transformation of free will and responsibility vice-versa.
